	Geography
	To identify the parts of a river. 
To explore the role each part plays in the journey.
physical geography, including: climate zones, biomes and vegetation belts, rivers, mountains, volcanoes and earthquakes, and the water cycle
	Pour water down the slope at school and watch the path the water takes. Water will find the path of least resistance. Rivers can change over time. Talk about how rivers start at a source and how the water eventually travels down into a river. 
Look at large photos of parts of a river and try to put them in order as a class. 
Children to work in teams of 5 to make models of springs, streams, tributaries, rivers and ‘mouth’ from their source with tinfoil or soil in large trays. (Use stones etc to create their models.) Talk to them while they are making about the parts of the river and what they are for. 
Try their rivers out with water at the end of the lesson with children giving a running commentary of where the water it. Video.
