Talk about what a windchime is and what they do. Discuss the importance of them making a noise. Looking at a variety of natural and recycled objects together and talking about what would make good windchimes. Which would make good noises?
Split class into 2 – 
Half of class to go on a sound hunt with class teacher to find objects that make good noises in our outdoor environment.

Other half of the class - 
In small groups, make some windchimes to hang in the outside area.
